 The pineapple has been a symbol of welcome and hospitality for many years. It makes a beautiful wall hanging or as my hubby says... “one of those table thingys”. You can make placemats, table runner or wall hanging.
Equipment needed: Embroidery machine in good working condition is required. Minimum size embroidery hoop required is 5” x 7” (130mm x 180mm) If, you have machine that can handle a larger hoop, larger file sizes are available in 6” x10” and 8” x 12”.  Embroidery threads; Tear away stabilizer; Basic sewing kit

Fabric Requirement and Cutting Instructions:

To make ONE pineapple block you will need: 1 piece background block fabric 10” x 12” 

These Amish Braid pineapples are a good scrap stash buster. Fabric size about 2 ½” x 5 ½”.

an assortment of light to medium greens  scraps minimum of 8 pieces

an assortment of yellows—light to dark (almost brown) minimum of 9 pieces
